Disneyland
goes green,
stays clean

Theme park’s steam
locomotives now run
on biodiesel fuel.
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ANAHEIM « The trains that fueled
the dream for Walt Disney and his
empire are being fed a steady diet
of cleaner-burning, more environ-
mentally friendly biodiesel.

The magic ingredient: soybean
oil.

Since January, the four opera-
ble trains that run along the Dis-
neyland Railroad have been in-
jected with the orangey-yellow
liquid (resembling apple juice),
with workers slowly weaning the
steam locomotives off ultra-low
sulfur diesel. The trains are now a
mix of 2 percent diesel and 98 per-
cent soybean oil, known as B98.

It’s a move that more and more
companies are undertaking as
legislators stress “green” alterna-
tives in the face of climate change
